THINGS TO KNOW BEFORE INSTALLATION

For USB tablets, your computer must be USB ready and the USB port or hub you are connecting your
tablet to must be active. See Verifying Your Computer is USB Ready for more information.

For serial tablets:

» If your computer does not have an available serial port, you will need to remove an existing serial
device or add an additional serial port.

APPEARANCE AND FEATURES

The Graphire Pen and mouse set consists of two basic elements: a graphics tablet that serves as your
work area, and the Graphire Tools you use with the tablet.

The Graphire Cordless Mouse is an ideal tool for navigation, with three customizable buttons that you can

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SETTING UP YOUR WORK AREA

Organize your work area so you can work comfortably. Position your Graphire tablet, input tools, and
keyboard so they are easily accessible without unnecessary reaching. Your monitor should be positioned
S0 you can view it comfortably with a minimum of eyestrain.

To minimize fatigue:
» Take short breaks between tasks to stretch
and relax your muscles.

e Use a gentle grip when working with your
Graphire tools.

e Alternate tasks throughout the day.

¢ Minimize awkward postures and repetitive
movements that cause discomfort.

You can attach the pen stand to better fit your work style. Refer to Working with the Tablet for additional
information.




WORKING WITH THE TABLET

Your tablet comes with a detachable pen stand and a transparent overlay.

For free-standing use, place the pen To attach the pen stand, place the stand above the tablet cable.
stand within easy reach of your tablet. Push the stand toward the tablet's pen stand cutout until the stand fits
snugly. To detach the pen stand, slide it back away from the tablet.

To trace or digitize an image, lift the tablet
overlay and slide the image beneath it.




USING THE GRAPHIRE PEN

Your Graphire Pen is cordless, batteryless, and pressure sensitive. There are four basic techniques for
using the Graphire Pen: pointing, clicking, double-clicking, and dragging. With a bit of practice, using the
pen will become second nature to you. If you are unfamiliar with using a pen, try the exercises on the
following pages.

HOLDING THE PEN

Hold the Graphire Pen like you would a normal pen. Make sure the DuoSwitch is in a convenient location
where you can toggle it with your thumb or index finger, but not accidently press the switch while drawing.
You can tilt the pen in any way that feels most comfortable for drawing.

Position for drawing Position for erasing

Important: When the Graphire Pen is not in use, place it in the pen stand or lay it flat on your desk.
To maintain the sensitivity of your pen tip, do not store the pen in a container where it will rest on its
tip.

Leaving a Graphire tool on the tablet may interfere with screen cursor positioning when using other
pointing devices.




POINTING

The Graphire Pen positions the pointer (or cursor) on your screen. You can position the screen cursor two
different ways, like a pen (Pen Mode) or like a mouse (Mouse Mode).

* In Pen Mode, the tablet’s active area is a mapped representation of your computer screen where every
point on the tablet’s active area corresponds to exactly one point on the display screen; wherever you
place the pen on the tablet, the screen cursor will jump to the corresponding point on the screen.
This is the default setting for the Graphire Pen, and makes tracing possible—something you cannot do
with a mouse.

* In Mouse Mode (the default position for the Graphire Cordless Mouse), you move the cursor with a
“pick up and roll” action similar to using a mouse.

Try moving the screen cursor by lifting the Graphire Pen and placing it in a new location on the tablet.
The cursor instantly jumps to the new location.

As the pen enters Proximity, the tablet
senses the pen above the tablet surface.
You do not need to touch the tablet with the
pen tip in order to move the screen cursor.

Learning Hint: If you are used to
working with a mouse and find that
using a pen is somewhat difficult, try
the Eye-Hand Coordination Exercise.

Pointing Hint: Pointing is easier when
you orient the tablet so the screen cursor
follows the same direction as your hand
movements on the tablet.




CLICKING

Clicking. To click, tap the tablet once with the tip of the Graphire Pen, or press the pen tip on the tablet
with enough force to register a click. (With the pen tip, there is no audible “click” sound.)

Try clicking on a folder icon by moving the screen cursor over the icon and pressing down on the pen tip.
The icon should highlight when you press.

Double Clicking. To double-click, quickly tap the tablet twice in the same place with the pen tip. This is
like clicking twice with a mouse button. You can also double-click by pressing the upper side switch—this
is the preferred method of double-clicking with a pen.

Try both ways of double-clicking on a folder icon to open it. First use your pen tip to do this, then use the
upper side switch.




USING THE SIDE SWITCH

The Graphire Pen is equipped with a DuoSwitch. This switch has two programmable functions that can be
selected by rocking the switch in either direction. You can use the DuoSwitch whenever the pen tip is in
Proximity of the tablet. You do not have to touch the pen tip to the tablet in order to use the switch.

The upper switch position is set
to left double-click by default.

Windows Hint: Use right-click to bring up The lower switch position is set for
application-specific or icon-specific menus. a right-click by default.

Double-Click Hint: Press the upper side
switch to double-click. This is easier than
tapping twice with the pen tip.

To assign new switch functions, refer to Customizing Tool Buttons.




DRAGGING

Dragging is used to select and move objects on the screen. To drag, first point to an object. Then press
the Graphire Pen to the tablet and slide it across the tablet. The selected object will move across the
screen. To select text, move the screen cursor to the beginning of a text line, then drag the Graphire Pen
across the tablet until the text is highlighted.

First, try moving an icon on the screen. Then, within a document, select some text by pressing and
dragging the pen tip across the text.




PROXIMITY

The pen is activated as soon as it enters proximity above the tablet’s active area. This allows you to
position the screen cursor or use the side switch without touching the pen tip to the tablet. You can also
trace a drawing or photograph as long as the pen tip remains within proximity height.

Place a picture under the tablet overlay and try tracing it from within one of your graphics applications.

For the Graphire Pen, proximity is ¢
about 5 mm (0.2 inch), average. J




DRAWING WITH PRESSURE

The Graphire Pen responds to the nuance and inflection of your hand movements, enabling you to create
natural-looking pen and brush strokes. Many graphics applications have drawing tools that respond to the
pressure you place on the pen. For example, in some drawing programs sliders are used to vary brush
characteristics (width, color, and opacity). These characteristics can be controlled much better by the
Graphire Pen’s pressure-sensitivity. You can vary line width, blend colors, and change opacity with the
pressure you exert upon the pen.

To draw with pressure-sensitivity, select a pressure-sensitive tool from your application’s tool palette.
Draw along the surface of the tablet while applying various amounts of pressure downward on the tip of
the Graphire Pen. Press hard for thick lines or dense color. Press gently for thin lines or softer color.
To adjust the tip feel, see Adjusting Tip Feel.

ERASING

The eraser on the Graphire Pen works like the eraser on a pencil. In graphics applications that support
the pen’s eraser, you can erase intuitively and naturally. When you use the pen’s eraser, the application
will automatically switch to the eraser tool. You can also use the eraser in many standard office
applications. The eraser will not be pressure sensitive, but you can use it to select and delete text or

spreadsheet cells.

Try your eraser by opening Windows Notepad and typing a few words. Use the eraser to select the text.
When you lift the eraser, the text will be erased. For further information on using your eraser, see

Adjusting Eraser Feel.

Visit our web site for a list of graphics applications that support the eraser (see Product Information). If the
eraser is not supported in an application, you can still use the eraser for navigating and drawing.




EYE-HAND COORDINATION EXERCISE

If you use a mouse, you may remember how long it took to get used to positioning the screen cursor.
Your Graphire Pen, likewise, will take a bit of practice to master the technique of positioning the screen
cursor in Pen Mode. This may seem difficult at first, but it is more natural and faster than in Mouse Mode.

This exercise is designed to retrain your eye-hand coordination for using the Graphire Pen:

1.

2.

Open any graphics application. Use the line tool to draw a rectangular grid with line spacings of about
20-25 mm (3/4 to 1 inch). (You can use your traditional mouse to do this.)

Choose a free-hand tool in your application and use the Graphire Pen to draw a dot at each grid
intersection.

Draw an X at each grid intersection.
Now draw a circle around each intersection. Your screen should look like this:

5. Clear your screen and make a simple drawing of your own. The more you use your Graphire Pen, the

easier drawing and navigation will become.




USING THE GRAPHIRE CORDLESS MOUSE

The Graphire Cordless Mouse is batteryless and works on your Graphire tablet. By moving the Cordless
Mouse across the tablet’s active area, you can position the screen cursor like you do with a regular
mouse. The buttons are programmable, and the integrated fingerwheel is both a programmable middle
button and a rolling wheel for scrolling. By default, the rolling fingerwheel provides a line scrolling
capability in applications that are compatible with the Microsoft IntelliMouse wheel.

Integrated middle button and fingerwheel. By default,
the button function is set to MIDDLE CLICK and the

fingerwheel is set to ScroLL 3 lines per wheel notch. .
Important: When using

other pointing devices,
place the Graphire
Cordless Mouse on your
desk. Leaving a Graphire
tool on the tablet may
interfere with screen
cursor positioning when
using other pointing
devices.

The right button is set to
RIGHT CLIcK by default.

Hint: For MS Office 97 and 2000
applications that support a wheel
mouse, press the CTRL key and
move the fingerwheel to zoom in
and out.

The left buttons is set to LEFT CLicK by default.

To learn how to program buttons, see Customizing the Graphire Cordless Mouse.




USING THE CORDLESS MOUSE FINGERWHEEL

To use the fingerwheel, place your hand on the Graphire Cordless Mouse with your index finger on
the wheel.

* Button function.  To use the button function, press down on the wheel to perform a button click.

» Scrolling. The fingerwheel will control scrolling; move the fingerwheel forward to scroll up, and back to
scroll down. By default, the fingerwheel is set to SCRoLL 3 lines for each notch of wheel movement in
applications that support the Microsoft IntelliMouse wheel.

For a full description of fingerwheel features and functionality, see Customizing the Cordless Mouse
Fingerwheel.
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CARING FOR YOUR TOOLS AND TABLET

Keep your Graphire tools and tablet surface clean. Dust and dirt particles can stick to your Graphire tools
and cause wear to the tablet surface. Regular cleaning with a soft, damp cloth will help prolong the life of
your tablet surface and Graphire tools. You can also use a very mild soap diluted with water. Do not use
volatile liquids, such as paint thinner or benzene, because they may damage the plastic case.

Keep your tablet and tools in a clean, dry place and avoid extremes in temperature. Room temperature is
best. Also, your Graphire tools and tablet are not made to come apart. Twisting the pen case can break
the pen. Taking apart the product will void your warranty.

Important: When the Graphire Pen is not in use, place it in the pen stand or lay it flat on your desk.
To maintain the sensitivity of your pen tip, do not store the pen in a container where it will rest on
the tip.




REPLACING THE PENTIP
The tip (nib) will wear with normal use. When the nib gets too short or develops a flat point, you can
replace it with another nib.

1. Clasp the old nib with a tweezer, needle-nosed plier, or similar instrument and pull it straight out of the
pen.
2. Slide the end of the new nib straight into the barrel of the pen. Firmly push the nib until it stops.

To order replacement parts, refer to Parts and Accessories.




After you master the basics of using your Graphire pen and mouse set, you may want to customize the
way Graphire works. This chapter describes how to use the Wacom control panel to adjust your Graphire
tool and tablet settings.

ADJUSTING DOUBLE-CLICK

Double-clicking with the pen tip can be made easier by expanding the tap area that accepts a double-click
(the double-click distance) and reducing the speed required to perform a double-click. This can be set in
the DouBLE-CLICK tab. Because a large double-click distance may adversely affect your brushstrokes in
some drawing applications, Wacom recommends setting a small double-click distance and using the
upper side switch to double-click.

Button Functions

Each button has a pull-down menu that allows you to choose the function that will be performed when the
button is pressed. The following list describes all available functions. However, some options are not
available for all buttons.

* LEFT-CLICK. Default setting for the Graphire Pen tip. This option simulates a left mouse button click.
Be sure at least one button performs this function so you can always navigate and click.

* LEFT DouBLE-CLIcK. Default setting for the upper position of the side switch. When this option is
selected, pressing the switch simulates a left mouse button double-click. For easier double-clicking,
use this function instead of tapping twice with your pen.

* RIGHT-CLICK. Default setting for the lower position of the side switch. This simulates a right mouse
button click.

e MIDDLE-CLICK. Simulates a middle mouse button click.

* LEFT CLICK-LocK. Simulates holding down the left mouse button. Press the tool button once to initiate
click lock. Press the button again to release click lock. Click lock is useful for dragging objects or
selecting blocks of text.

KEYSTROKE.... Enables you to simulate a series of keystrokes. When you select this option, the
DEFINE KEYSTROKE dialog box appears. There, you can enter a keystroke or keystroke sequence to
play back. Keystroke combinations can include letters, numbers, function keys (such as F3) and
modifier keys (such as SHIFT, ALT, or CTRL). After defining a keystroke sequence, click OK.

Important: Because the ENTER key can be selected as a defined keystroke, it cannot be used to
select OK. You must use your tool to click on the OK button.

PRESSURE HoLD. (Graphire Pen only.) Sets a button so that, when pressed, the pressure is locked at
the current pressure level until the button is released. For example, you can paint with pressure-
sensitivity until you reach the brush size that you like. You can then press the button and continue
painting with the same size brush until the button is released.

MODE TOGGLE. Toggles between Pen Mode and Mouse Mode.

Popr-UpP MENU. Displays a Pop-up Menu on your screen. See Customizing the Pop-up Menu for more
information.

ERASE. Default setting for the eraser. Refer to Erasing for information on using the eraser.
IGNORED. Disables the button function.

Application Defined. (Graphire Cordless Mouse only.) Only the button number is reported to your
application. Use this setting when using applications that have built-in support for tool buttons.

To adjust the sensitivity of your Graphire Pen eraser, select the ERASER FEEL tab. To erase with a broad
stroke or to click with a light touch, use a soft eraser setting. For maximum control while erasing, use a
firm eraser setting.

TABLET TO SCREEN MAPPING

To change the relationship between tool movement on your tablet and cursor movement on the screen,
select the MAPPING tab. The default PosITIONING MODE for the Graphire Pen is PEN MODE, which means
that each point on the tablet maps to a corresponding point on the screen. (The default setting for the
Graphire Cordless Mouse is MoOUSE MoDE.) In PEN MODE, the MAPPING tab looks like this:

* In MOUSE MODE, the screen cursor is positioned like a mouse, requiring a “pick up and roll” action to
move the cursor on the screen.

By default, your Graphire Pen is set to PEN MoDE for drawing, and your Graphire Cordless Mouse is set to
Mouse MODE for navigation.

Note: You can also switch between PEN MODE and MOUSE MODE by using the screen Pop-up Menu.
See Customizing the Pop-up Menu for more information.




Orientation
If you are working with a tall monitor or prefer to work with the tablet in a different position, you can rotate

the tablet to one of the following orientations:
* LANDSCAPE. Tablet orientation is horizontal, with the tablet cable at the top. This is the default setting.

* PORTRAIT. Rotate the tablet 90 degrees clockwise from landscape orientation. The tablet orientation
will be vertical, with the tablet cable on the right side.

» LANDSCAPE FLIPPED. Rotate the tablet 180 degrees from landscape orientation. The tablet will be
upside down, with the tablet cable near the bottom.

* PORTRAIT FLIPPED. Rotate the tablet 90 degrees counter-clockwise from landscape orientation.
The tablet orientation will be vertical with the tablet cable on the left side.

After making changes, verify you have the correct setting for your tablet orientation. Do this by moving
your tool “up” on the tablet—the cursor should move up as well.

Note: The orientation you select applies to all tools and applications.




Aspect
Aspect defines the constraints of the tablet to screen relationship. ASPECT options include:

* PROPORTIONAL. Maintains correct vertical and
horizontal proportions between the tablet and display.
A traced image appears proportionally correct on your
display, but may be smaller or larger than the original
image.

e To FIT. Correct scale or proportions are not maintained.
The selected tablet area is mapped to the selected
display area. A traced image may appear stretched, and
may be smaller or larger than the original image. This is
the default setting for all tools.

The Graphire Cordless Mouse buttons are chordable; you can press two or more buttons simultaneously
and the functions will occur. For example, if you program one button to simulate the SHIFT key and
another to simulate a click function, when you press both buttons a SHIFT+CLICK is simulated.

CUSTOMIZING THE CORDLESS MOUSE FINGERWHEEL

The Graphire Cordless Mouse fingerwheel controls scrolling in most active windows. For line scrolling,
the fingerwheel emulates the Microsoft IntelliMouse wheel to control scrolling in applications that support
the IntelliMouse. To customize your Graphire Cordless Mouse fingerwheel, choose the FINGERWHEEL tab.

ADDING A TOOL

When you place a Graphire Pen or Cordless Mouse on the tablet, it is automatically added to the control
panel’s TooL LiIST and will function with its default settings. You can customize a tool by opening the
Wacom control panel and changing the tab settings. When you select a tool from the Tool List, the
appropriate tab settings for that tool are displayed. Any changes you make to the tab settings will then
apply to that tool when you click on the control panel’'s AppLY or OK button.

If application-specific settings have not been created, a single icon labeled ALL APPLICATIONS is displayed
in the APPLICATION LIST, and the tool settings displayed in the tabs are applied to all applications.

OTHER APPS, and a new icon is displayed for the new application settings.

If you select the ALL OTHER APPS icon and make changes to the tab settings, your changes will apply to all
applications except the specific one(s) you have added to the list. If you select the icon for a specific
application and make changes to the tab settings, your changes will apply to only that application.

When ALL APPLICATIONS or ALL OTHER APPS is selected in the APPLICATION LIST, the TooL LIST displays
icons for the Graphire Pen and Cordless Mouse. When an icon for a specific application is selected from
the APPLICATION LIST, the TooL LIST only displays the Graphire tools that you have added for the selected
application. When you create an application-specific setting, you are, in a sense, creating a separate
TooL LiIsT for the application.

PRESSURE CURVE ADJUSTMENT
Changing the shape of the pressure curve will change the feel of the pen tip. A pressure curve that
increases quickly makes the tip feel more sensitive to changes in force.

The control points at each end of the pressure curve set the minimum and maximum amount of force your
pen will respond to. If you have a soft touch and want to achieve full pressure without having to apply full
force to your pen, decrease the maximum force level. You can apply less force to your pen and still have

If the Wacom Tablet driver failed to load properly, first perform the recommended action in the error
message on your screen. If that does not solve the problem, perform the troubleshooting tests for your
tablet or tool(s).

TESTING USB TABLETS

Make sure your computer is turned on, the operating system has finished loading, and Graphire is
properly connected to an active USB port. Then try the following tests:

1. Check power to the tablet. The tablet’s orange status LED will light whenever Graphire is properly
connected and your computer has registered it as a USB device. If the LED is on, continue with step 2.

If the LED is off:
» Make sure all USB cables are securely connected to an active USB port.

» If you are connecting the tablet to a USB hub (or hub device such as a keyboard with USB ports),
be sure the USB hub is properly connected to your computer and is active.

» Connect Graphire into a different USB port or try connecting to the USB port on another computer.

» Ifthe tablet’s status LED does not illuminate after your computer is on and has finished booting up,
your USB port may be inactive. See Verifying Your Computer is USB Ready.
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2. Check the pen. Move your Graphire Pen across the active area of the tablet; the screen cursor should
move in the corresponding direction on your monitor. Press the pen tip against the tablet surface. The
status LED on the tablet should turn from orange to green. Now, without applying pressure to the pen
tip, press the side switch. The status LED should again change from orange to green. Turn the pen
over and press the eraser against the surface of the tablet; the status LED should change from orange
to green. If not, you may have a defective pen or tablet. See Contacting Technical Support.

Verifying Your Computer is USB Ready

Graphire USB tablets require Windows 98, Me, or 2000. Many PCs that shipped with Windows 95 have
the USB port disabled in the BIOS. If you upgraded to Windows 98, Me, or 2000, verify that the USB ports
are enabled in the BIOS and that all necessary system software has been installed. Refer to your system
documentation or contact your system manufacturer for information on enabling USB support for your
computer.

Run the USB Ready utility located on the Graphire Tablet CD to check if your system is USB ready.

If your system is not USB ready, correctly configure your USB port and install the necessary USB system
software, then restart your computer. The NEw HARDWARE FOUND dialog should appear and you can
continue with the Graphire installation.

Always be sure your tablet is plugged into an active USB hub.
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TESTING SERIAL TABLETS

Make sure your Graphire tablet is properly connected and that power is on to both your computer and to
the tablet.

Check power to the tablet. You should see the tablet's orange status LED whenever the tablet cables
are properly connected and your computer is turned on. If the orange status LED does not come on,
make sure that both the serial connector and the power splitter connector are properly connected to
your computer. If the light still does not come on, you may have a defective tablet. See Contacting
Technical Support.

Check the serial connection.  Open the Wacom control panel to the CONNECTION tab. It should
indicate that the tablet is responding. If not, make sure that the tablet cable is properly connected to an
active serial communication port.

Check the pen. Press the pen tip against the surface of the tablet. The status LED on the tablet
should turn from orange to green. Now, without applying pressure to the pen tip, press the side switch.
The status LED should again turn from orange to green. If not, you may have a defective pen or tablet.
See Contacting Technical Support.

Testing the Graphire Pen

1. While observing the POINTING DEVICE INFO column, bring your Graphire tool within proximity of the
tablet. A value for proximity, the device name, and device type should be displayed.

2. Move the pen along the tablet surface. The X and Y DATA values should change to reflect the tool
position.

3. Test your Graphire Pen buttons. The tablet’s status LED should change color from orange to green
each time you click with the pen tip, press the side switch, or press the pen’s eraser to the tablet.

* Click on the tablet surface with the pen tip—the SwITCHES state and PRESSURE value should
change. (PRESSURE should change from approximately 0% with no pressure applied to
approximately 100% when full pressure is applied.)

* Next, press the side switch without pressing the tip to the tablet—the SwiTCHES state should
change. (Do this for both positions of the DuoSwitch.)
Pen Tip =1, DuoSwitch (lower position) = 2, DuoSwitch (upper position) =3, Eraser=1

* Then press the pen’s eraser to the tablet—the SwiTCHES state and PRESSURE value will change.
(PrRESSURE should change from approximately 0% with no pressure applied to approximately 100%
when full pressure is applied.)

4. When you are done, click on the CLOSE button to exit the dialog box.

Testing the Graphire Cordless Mouse

1. Test the buttons on your Graphire Cordless Mouse by clicking each button. The tablet’s status LED
should change color, and the SwITCHES state should change for each button you click.

Graphire Cordless Mouse

When the DIAGNOSTICS dialog box is first opened the WHEEL status should be 0. Move the fingerwheel
backward. The WHEEL status should change from O to +1.

USB TABLET PROBLEMS

The computer does not have Check if there is an available USB port on a USB hub device. If none
an available USB port. are available you will need to add a USB hub.

The tablet status LED is off. Your computer must be USB ready (see Verifying Your Computer is

USB Ready). Verify that your tablet’s USB cable is properly
connected to an active USB port. If you are connecting to a USB hub
device, make sure the hub is connected to an active USB port and
that the hub is active. Refer to Testing USB Tablets for instructions.




SERIALTABLET PROBLEMS

The computer does not have
an available serial port.

Remove an existing peripheral serial device and any associated
device drivers for that hardware, or add an additional serial port.
Then install Graphire.

The tablet power light is off.

Make sure your Graphire tablet is properly connected. Be sure your
computer is off before disconnecting or connecting your tablet.

Refer to Serial Tablet Installation for instructions. If the tablet’s power
light still does not turn on, you may have a defective tablet (see
Contacting Technical Support).

The Graphire tool buttons do
not work and the screen cursor
will not move.

GENERAL PROBLEMS

The Graphire Pen selects
everything, will not stop
drawing.

Open the Wacom control panel and go to the CONNECTION tab. Verify
that TABLET DRIVER ON is checked. If not, use your mouse to select it.
If you do not have a mouse attached to your computer, use the TAB
key to select the checkbox and then press the spacebar to toggle the
driver on.

Open the Wacom control panel and go to the tool's Tip FEEL tab.
Move the Tip PRESSURE FEEL slider toward FIRMm, or select the MORE
OPTIONS button and increase the CLICK FORCE setting.

The eraser selects everything
or will not stop erasing.
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Open the Wacom control panel and go to the ERASER FEEL tab. Move
the ERASER PRESSURE FEEL slider toward FIRM, or select the MORE
OPTIONS button and increase the CLICK FORCE setting.



You notice a screen delay at
the beginning of pen strokes.

In the Wacom control panel, try decreasing the DoOUBLE-CLICK
DISTANCE or increasing the double-click speed (see Adjusting Double-
Click). If that does not work, try unchecking the DOUBLE-CLICK ASSIST
checkbox.

You have to press hard with
the Graphire Pen when clicking
or drawing.

Open the Wacom control panel and go to the tool's Tip FEEL tab.
Move the TiP PRESSURE FEEL slider toward SOFT, or select the MORE
OPTIONS button and decrease the CLICK FORCE setting.

The Graphire Pen tip does not
function.

Make sure the status LED changes from orange to green when the tip
is pressed. If it does not, you may have defective hardware (see
Troubleshooting).

Check the control panel’s TooL BUTTONS tab and verify that the tip is
assigned to a LEFT-CLIcK function.

The side switch does not work.

Be sure you press the side switch when the pen tip is in proximity—do
this without pressing down on the pen tip.

From the Wacom control panel, verify that the side switch is set to the
proper function for the application and tool that you are using.

Make sure the tablet status LED changes from orange to green when
you press the side switch. If it does not, you may have defective
hardware (see Troubleshooting).
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Changing the function settings
for the Graphire tools has no
effect.

Make sure that you change the settings for the tool and the application
that you are using. See Working with Graphire Tools and Working
with Application-Specific Settings.

The screen cursor jumps back.

Do not place the Graphire Pen or Cordless Mouse on the tablet when
using another pointing device. Leaving your tool on the tablet may
interfere with screen cursor positioning when using other input
devices.

Cannot move the cursor where
you want to on the screen, or
the line you are drawing does
not line up with the location of
the pointer in paint
applications.

Open the Wacom control panel and go to the MAPPING tab. Verify that
PEN MODE is selected and that the DISPLAY AREA is set to ENTIRE
DispLAY for the selected tool and application. If this does not help,
click on the RESET TAB TO DEFAULTS button to reestablish tablet to
screen mapping.

If this does not work, open the Windows folder and delete the
WACOM.DAT file. Then restart your computer. When the tablet driver
loads, it will create a new preferences file with the factory default
settings.




WINDOWS-SPECIFIC PROBLEMS

Double-clicking is difficult.

Be sure you are quickly tapping the tablet twice in the same place on
the tablet’s active area.

Wacom recommends using the side switch to double-click (review the
techniques in Clicking).

Try increasing the DouBLE-CLICK DISTANCE or reducing the double-
click speed (see Adjusting Double-Click).

Try using a lighter TiP PRESSURE FEEL (see Adjusting Tip Feel).

After changing right- and left-
handed settings in the Mouse
control panel, the Graphire
Pen tip no longer functions
properly and the Graphire
Cordless Mouse button
functions are reversed.

This will reverse the right and left button settings on your Wacom tools.
Restart Windows for your Wacom tool settings to be correctly
recognized.

In Windows 95, 98, or Me,
your Graphire tools do not
function inside a full screen
DOS window.

You must use a mouse when working in a full screen DOS window.
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After pressing CTRL+ALT+DEL,
the screen cursor cannot be
controlled with your Graphire
tools.

When the CLOSE PROGRAM dialog box (Windows 95, 98, or Me) or the
TAsSK MANAGER (Windows 2000) is active, the Wacom tablet will not
work.

Use your mouse or keyboard to continue. When this dialog box is
closed, you can again use your Graphire tool to control the screen
cursor.

Windows 98 or Me. When
working with multiple
monitors, the screen cursor
positioning is incorrect after
moving into the unmapped
area of the virtual desktop.

On a multiple monitor system, the tablet is mapped to the virtual
desktop (a rectangular area covering all monitors). In the Wacom
control panel’s PORTION OF DISPLAY dialog box, the screen rectangle
represents the entire virtual desktop.

If your video display areas do not form a rectangle because they are
different sizes or they are not evenly aligned, the screen cursor
positioning will be incorrect after moving into the unmapped area of the
virtual desktop. To reestablish the correct screen cursor position, lift
your Graphire tool out of tablet proximity and bring it back into
proximity over an area of the tablet that is mapped to a display area.

Windows NT 4.0. Application-
specific settings do not work
correctly or blue screen crash
occurs.

You must update the operating system with Service Pack 3 (SP3) or
later in order for application-specific settings to work correctly.
Running your Graphire tablet software on a Windows NT 4.0 system
that is not updated to SP3 may cause you to experience a blue screen
crash.
